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An Endangered Freshwater Fishes of Kanagawa Prefecture -

In order to clarify the distribution of an endangered freshwater fishes of Kanagawa prefectuer, a fish
collection survey was conducted from May 1994 to March 1997 at total of 122 locations on 15 river systems.

Throuhout the survey area, 18 families and 50 species were collected ; Tama River System, 1 family and
1 species, Turumi River System, 4 families and 11 species, Ooka River System, 2 families and 5 species,
Nameri River System, 5 families and 12 species, Goudo River System, 7 families and 8 species, Sakai River
System, 5 families and 13 species, Hikiji River System, 5 families and 8 species, Sagami River System, 12
families and 34 species, Kaname River System,10 families and 25 species, Nakamura River System, 3 families
and 13 species, Sakawa River System, 11 families and 28 species, Haya River System, 5 families and 13 species,
Siraito River System, 4 families and 9 species, Niizaki River System, 5 families and 10 species, Chitose
River System, 4 families and 7 species.

An endangered species in the prefectuer, Lethenteron reissneri, Acheilognathus typus, Lefua echigonia,
Pseudobagrus tokeinsis, Liobagrus reini, Oryzias latipes, Eleotris oxycephala, Cottus kazika and Cottus
pollux were collected.
