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A New Weeping Peach ‘Terutesuimitu’
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Summary

The ‘Terutesuimitsu’, a weeping peach tree, was bred
by the Kanagawa Horticultural Experiment Station's
Sagamihara Branch. This cultivar was selected as the
best of the F., type plants {weeping and flowering peach
‘Genpeisidaremomo’ cross-bred with the fruit-bearing
‘Hakuhou' ).

weeping form is one easy to keep at a regular height and
maintenance is ecasy, making it an excellent cultivar for
garden use.
Characteristics of the plant are as outlined below:
1) The plant is a medium-sized tree with pendulous
branches.

2) Flowews are either single or semi-double (5 to 10

petals), with a pale purplish pink color (JHS Color
Chart 9502) which appear in early April.

3) The fruit are small sized, about 115g (5.9 X6.0cm)
on a three year old tree. The peel color is a light red-
dish yellow (JHS Color Chart 2203) with deep pink
(JHS Color Chart 0113) . The taste
(refractometer index 12, pH4.5). with no roughness

or bitterness. It ripens toward the end of July.
plant is self-compatible.
The name ‘Terutesuimitu’ comes from ‘Terute, a
beautiful princess of legend. Terute is a traditional
princess associated with cultivation in the Sagamihara
area. ‘Suimitsu’ comes from ‘Suimitsutou’ which is type

of edible peach.
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
