In order to achieve nuclear disarmament and everlasting peace of the world, the
Kanagawa Prefectural Government and all the municipalities within the
prefecture hereby express our opposition against all forms of nuclear tests by any

country. We strongly request that your country, as a respo-nsible nuclear state,



never conducts nuclear tests in the future.
