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Kenji Shuto

Special Assistant to the Governor, Kanagawa Prefectural Government

Dr. Kenji Shuto is the Special Assistant to the Governor, Kanagawa Prefectural Government. He is responsible for
promoting a grand policy “Healthcare New Frontier” to overcome the era of super-aged society.

Dr. Shuto received his MD degree from the School of Medicine, Kyoto University in 1991, and the Master of Public
Health degree from Harvard University in 1997. He joined Ministry of Health and Welfare in 1993. Since then, He
was in charge of various health care policy reforms.

Dr. Yuichi Tei obtained his MD degree in 1989, as well as PhD in Medicine in 1997 both from the University of
Tokyo. Following his work as a lecturer and thereafter as an Assistant Professor at Harvard Medical School in 1998
and 2001 respectively, he joined the University of Tokyo in 2007 as Professor of the Graduate School of
Engineering. Since 2016 he also holds the position of Professor of the Center of Disease Biology and Integrative
Medicine. His research focus includes osteochondral biology/medicine, regenerative medicine, and biomaterial
engineering. He is engaged in research activities focusing on prevention and treatment of musculoskeletal
disorders, and dedicated to the promotion of healthcare innovation through bioengineering, bridging medicine and
technology.

After obtaining a BS in Government at Suffolk University, Sarah Abe volunteered with AmeriCorps in Chicago
where she served children in an under-privileged neighborhood through a local NPO.
